ORDER

In accordance  with  Governor  Patrick  Morrisey  giving  State  employees  a day  off,  the

Wood  County  Commission  will  close  county  offices  on Thursday,  July  3, 2025  in observance

of  Independence  Day.  Doing  so is not  intended  to create  and should  not  be construed  as

creating  a legal  holiday  within  the meaning  of  the West  Virginia  Code.  Accordingly,  this

action  should  not  be construed  as creating  a legal  holiday  that  affects  the  Civil  Service,  State  or

County  employees;  it is simply  a day  off.  County  employees  who  work  on  this  day  during  the

scheduled  time  off  will  receive  equal  compensatory  time  off.

County  offices  will  remain  closed  on Friday,  July  4, 2025,  in observance  of  West

Virginia  Day  per  West  Virginia  Code  Section  7-3-2.
